If you haven®done this yet, now isthetimeto
spray your roses with Lime-Sulfur Spray — A
very effective cold weather treatment for fungal
sporesis lime-sulfur liquid or Bordeaux
mixture.
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This chemical treatment may cause leaves to drop
from the plant. Do not use in humid weather or
when the mixture can't dry quickly. Right after you
prune (about Vaentines Day) spray ultra-fine
horticulture oil like Sun spray or neem oil on your
roses. Sunspray Ultra Fine horticultural oil controls
aphids, whiteflies, mites, thrips, and labeled for
powdery mildew control in greenhouses. Avoid
applications on cloudy and humid days. Do not
apply in sprayer used to apply fungicides.
Fungicides and oil react to cause phytotoxic burn on
some plants.

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Deductibility of
Rose Society Expenses

-501(c)(3) organizations.

The American Rose Society is recognized by the
Internal Revenue Service as an educational
organization that is exempt from Federal income
taxation under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code. Contributionsto the ARS are tax
deductible under Section 170(c)(2). Thisincludes
contributions to separate funds maintained by the
ARS for specific purposes. The fact that the use of a
contribution is limited to a specific purpose of the
organization, such as for educational programs, or that
the contribution is made in memory of or in honor of a
named individual, does not affect its deductibility.

Local rose societies affiliated with the ARS are a'so
eligible for recognition as an educationa organization
under a“group exemption” procedure which requires
the ARS to submit copies of the organization
documents of local societiesto the IRS which rules on
their eligibility. Contributions to local rose societies
which have been recognized as eligible are also tax
deductible.

Member ship Dues

As ageneral rule, membership dues paid to aqualified
organization are deductible, however, the amount of
the deduction has to be reduced by the value of any
tangible benefit received. Genera membership
benefits are disregarded if the annual dues are $75 or
less. Since membership dues for the American Rose
Society and local rose societies are less than this
amount, the full amount of the membership feeis
deductible. Additional amounts contributed as
membership fees, such as for the Patron Program, are
also deductible, even though they are more than $75
per year, since participation in the programis
voluntary and membership in the ARS is available for
less than $75 per year.
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Contributions of Property

In the case of a contribution of property to a charitable
organization, the amount of the contribution is
generally the fair market value of the property at the
time of the contribution. There are some exceptions
in this area, such as where the property hasincreased
invalue or is held asinventory by abusiness, but as a
genera rule the contribution of items such as rose
plants, books, vases and other items used by arose
society are deductible at their value.

Contributions of Services

The value of volunteer time spent on behalf of a
charitable organization is not deductible as a
contribution. Therefore, even if a person works very
hard for his or her rose society, the value of the time
spent is not deductible. Also, it does not matter that
the person performing the service may be a
professional who otherwise charges for time spent in
the performance of services.

Out-of-Pocket Expenses

Even though the value of services performed is not
deductible, unreimbursed out-of-pocket expenses that
are incidental to the performance of such services do
constitute a deductible contribution. The primary
example of such deductible expenses is out-of-pocket
transportation expense necessarily incurred in
performing donated services. The standard mileage
rate to be used in determining the deduction is 14
cents per mile (Code Sec. 170(i), Rev. Proc. 2003-76,
|.R.B. 2003-43, 924). The standard mileage rateis an
alternative to use of the actual expense method.
Under either method, a taxpayer may aso deduct
parking fees and tolls but may not deduct general
repair or maintenance expenses, depreciation,
insurance or registration fees.

Under thisrule, arose judge can deduct his or her
transportation expensesin traveling to judge a show.
S0 also can the exhibitor and the volunteer show
personnel who have actual duties to perform at the
show. Therule aso allows the deduction for expenses
of traveling to speak at meetings. On the other hand,
transportation expenses incurred by a member to
simply attend a meeting are not deductible.

The distinction which is operative hereisillustrated
by the case of Churukian v. Commissioner, T.C.
Memo 1980-205 (1980). There, the U.S. Tax Court
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denied a charitable contribution for expenses of
traveling to church to participate in choir. In
disallowing the deduction, the Court stated:

“Not every incidental expense incurred by ataxpayer
in connection with a charitable activity is deductible.
Expensesincurred in the rendition of servicesto a
qualified charitable organization may, and often do,
have adua character. They may benefit both the
charity and the taxpayer. If the taxpayer or someone
other than the charity derives a substantial and direct
benefit which is personal, the claim for a charitable
contribution will not be allowed.”

Also not allowed are certain indirect expenses
incurred in performing donated services. These
include depreciation, repairs and maintenance of an
automobile or other equipment used, the fair rental
value of any equipment or facilities used, or amounts
paid for child care while performing the services.
Examples of other out-of-pocket expenses that are
allowable include unreimbursed entertainment
expense, such as hospitality expenses, and telephone
expenses.

Conventions Away from Home

Asageneral rule, reasonable expenditures for meals
and lodging necessarily incurred while away from
home in the course of performing donated services are
deductible.

In Revenue Ruling 58-240, 1958-1 C.B. 141, the IRS
held that unreimbursed expenses incurred by alay
member of a church in attending a church convention
as a delegate constitute a charitable contribution. The
term “delegate” is used herein its general meaning of
one appointed and sent by another, with authority to
transact business as his representative.

By contrast, in Revenue Ruling 61-46, 1961-1 C.B.
51, the IRS held that persons attending church
conventions, assemblies, or other meetingsin
accordance with their rights, privileges, or obligation
as members of the church (as opposed to attending
such meetings as the duly chosen representative of a
congregation or other official church body), are not,
by such attendance, rendering gratuitous services
performed for the church during the convention.

Internal Revenue Section 170(k) specifically denies
deductions for travel expenses “unless thereis no
significant element of personal pleasure, recreation or
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vacation in such travel.” However, it is clear that the
fact that the taxpayer may enjoy the activity is not the
relevant factor. Instead, the question is whether the
amount of time spent on activities benefiting the
charitable organization is substantial compared to that
available for personal purposes. Thus, the rule does
not apply where an officer of alocal branch of a
national charitable organization travels to another city
for the organization’s annual meeting and spends the
day attending meetings, even if theindividua’s
evening is free for sightseeing or entertainment
activities. By contrast, ataxpayer who only has
nominal duties relating to the performance of services
for charity, who for significant portions of thetripis
not required to render services, or who performs
activities similar to activities that many individuals
perform while on vacations paid out of after-tax
dollars, isnot allowed any charitable deduction for
travel costs.

The application of these rules to National and District
ARS Conventions will depend on therole of the
member in attending.

National officers and directors, aswell as those
serving on committees that meet at such conventions,
can justify their attendance as being for the benefit of
the organization, thus permitting a deduction for their
unreimbursed expenses. A similar case can be made
for rose exhibitors, speakers and other direct
participants in the convention such as their organizers
and volunteers who render services at the convention.
By contrast, a convention registrant with no duties or
only nominal dutiesis not permitted a deduction for
their out-of-pocket expenses.

Substantiation

The key to the deduction of any charitable expensesis
substantiation. In order to establish theright to a
deduction, ataxpayer must maintain records, such as
receipts, which show the amount of the expense and
also the purpose for which they were incurred. Also, a
donor may not deduct a charitable contribution of
$250 or more unless the charitable donee has provided
a contemporaneous written acknowledgment. Without
such substantiation, legitimate deductions can be
disallowed. But with proper record keeping, arose
society member can take advantage of properly
allowed deductions
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Classification of Roses

The American Rose Society, in cooperation with the
World Federation of Roses, has recently adopted a
new classification scheme that reflects both the
botanical and evolutionary progress of therose. This
isNOT the only classification system in use -
however, the mgjority of the established rose societies
in the world have approved this scheme for classifying
roses for competition and/or identification.

There are three main groupings of roses: the Species
(like the @ild roses®) Old Garden Roses (classes of
roses in existence before 1867); and Modern Roses
(classes of roses NOT in existence before 1867).

This
floribunda’ s blooms have lots of petals. The blooms
petals are cream colored with a hint of yellow that
have red blush to varying degrees on the outer part of
the petals. The bush produces sprays and the
individual blooms have exhibition form. The blooms
are small, being approximately 3” in diameter.

13. PASADENA STAR (Almost Heaven Roses)
Bob Martin’s Pasadena Star has superior high
centered exhibition form. Most come one to a stem
but there are occasional sprays. The creamy yellow
blooms have delicate pink edging combining to
produce a beautiful bloom. All inall, agreat rose!
13. BEE’SKNEES (Bridges Roses) Fabulous as an
exhibition and/or garden rose with bright red edging
on high centered bright yellow blooms

14. BENdiez Blooms on this Frank Benardellarose
are true miniature size and are amedium red color.
Blooms have good exhibition form. To be introduced
in 2006.

15. CHATTOOGA (Bridges Roses) Mike Williams' new
2005 A of E winner isavery deep pink, almost a beet color. It
has lots of petals and good form for exhibition with aform
similar to Pierrine. The plant is avigorous grower and produces
good blooms on long stems.

16. DOROTHY ROSE (CI mini—Steve Jones)
Orange and/ororange red and white spriped single.
Bright yellow stamen, vigorous, disease resistant.
Bloom single or in sprays. Nice spicy fragrance.

17. ELEGANT PINK (Almost Heaven Roses)
High centered exhibition, medium pink blend. (1.75")
blooms have 17-25 petals. Blooms one per stem.
Deep green glossy foliage on 24” upright plant.

18. ERIN ALONZO (Almost Heaven Roses)This
‘Bee’'sKnees sport is bright yellow and frequently
the outer part of the petals are white. The blooms
have the same excellent exhibition form as ‘Bee’s
Knees'. Itisavigorous grower and produces lots of
exhibition blooms,

19. KING’'SMOUNTAIN (Bridges Roses) Deep
yellow well formed blooms that come on long stems
with dark green semi-glossy foliage. Blooms usually
come oneto a stem.

19. MISSMEGAN (Almost Heaven Roses) Hot
pink color similar to Hot Princess and this has good
exhibition form. New bush is not afast grower.
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20. MISTER SAM ( Cool Roses) ‘Mister Sam’ isa
large miniature with good form. It appears to have
lots of petals. The color is creamy white with varying
amounts of red brushed on the outer part of the petals.
‘Mister Sam’ was an open pollination of an old mini
from Taylor'sRoses, ‘DoraDelle’. It isamedium
plant in size if grown on its own roots and tall if
grafted. It hasresistant foliage and long stems.

22. NANCY JEAN (Almost Heaven Roses) Nancy
Jean has exquisite exhibition form that is making a
strong showing on the show tablesinitsfirst year.
The blooms have needlepoint centers and the color is
adeep apricot (think tangerines!). | did not get the
deep apricot color until the cooler weather set in. It
grows on long straight stems and has attractive dark
green foliage. This new Queen machine was
hybridized by Vernon Rickard. 1t won aMini King
for us recently in Sarasota.

23. SIMPLE SPLENDOR (miniature Mary Carle)
Sport of Autumn Splendor. Bloom 5 petal miniature,
medium yellow with crimson red edges with yellow
stamen. 2" to 3" bloom size, dlight fragrance.
Reverse petals are medium yellow with crimson red
edges. Blooms mainly singles with some sprays.
Bloom cycle repeats quickly. Bush is medium height
247-30". Upright growth, medium green glossy
foliage, disease resistant.

24. SUBLIME (www.rosemania.com) Thismini
reminds me alot of * Arcanum’ except that the white
blooms are flushed with dark red in varying degrees
on the outer part of the petals. The blooms have good
exhibition form with good holding power since they
have great substance. The blooms are carried on
stems with very attractive dark green glossy foliage.
The only negative has been that the plants have been
extremely slow to establish. Looks like this pretty rose
will be a keeper!

25. TAMMY DARLENE Anocther new mini from
Almost Heaven Roses, this light pink and white blend
has lots of petals and good exhibition form. The
blooms are pink with white reverse on the petals. The
foliage is medium green and the bush isfairly
vigorous.

26. ANDIE MCDOWELL (Bridges Roses) Mike
Williams' second A of E mini-florawinner was
‘Andie McDowsell’. A winner in 2004, ‘Andi€’ isa
pumpkin orange with alighter reverse. The plant
likes to produce mostly sprays. The form is hybrid tea
form.

35. LOUISVILLE LADY (Wells Midsouth Roses,
901-476-6064) Thisisan excellent new mini-flora
from Whitt Wells. The color isahot pink similar to
Hot Princess.

Basic Guidelines
The Consulting Rosarian code reminds us to keep it
simple and that is the approach that we need to take
for Rose Day America (RDA). Presentations need to
focus on basic rose growing information for the
average gardener. The key themes are:

1. Thereisarosefor every garden in Americal
Growing roses does require some knowledge, but
basic careis not that difficult.
3. Rosesarenot primadonnas. They can be grown
in their own beds, but do fine when integrated into
the landscape.
Growing roses is a great hobby.
Anyone can grow roses

Rose Selection

For RDA, the ARS is partnering with Lowe’s, Bayer
Advanced, and Jackson & Perkins. It is expected that
each workshop will stressthat Lowe'sis an excellent
source for your rose supplies, that Bayer Advanced
has afull line of fertilizers and pesticides to care for
roses, and that Jackson & Perkins has a great selection
of rose varieties for every need. Please sell the
partnership. Membership in ARS and your local rose
societiesis also important. Use this opportunity to
recruit! There will be special membership packets
available at every store.

L ength—There will be two 30-40 minute
presentations with group questions. Allow a
minimum of 15 minutes more for individual
guestions. A CR or experienced rosarian should be
the presenter. If possible, several CR’s or rose society
members should be present at each store. The
workshop should beginat 9 AM. Arriveat 8 AM to
make sure that all props are ready and that the
presentation areais set up. Make a second
presentation at 11 AM. Once the seminars are over,
CR’sor rose society members should be available
until 1 PM for individual consultations. (Not
everyone who is interested will be able to attend the
seminars.) If thereisalot of interest use your
judgment and stay aslong as you wish.

Props—~Props (rose growing supplies) are essential
and Lowe's has plenty for you to use. A list of
specific products will be made available prior to the
seminar. Include pruners, gloves, Bayer Advanced
rose and flower care products — both chemicals and
fertilizers, ssimple sprayer, any other rose item
available in the store, and of course roses! (blooming
ones preferably). In some parts of the country you
will aso have dormant plants aswell, but it isthe
bloomsthat sell. Use the plants provided by Jackson
& Perkins to demonstrate your points. A list of J&P
plants will be made available prior to the seminar.
Have several Bayer Advanced products in front of
you. Remember that our partners (Bayer Advanced,
Jackson & Perkins, and Lowe's) are important. Each
seminar attendee should receive any handouts that are
provided.
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Topics

You can't cover al aspects of rose growing
thoroughly in a half-hour. Provide some basic
information. Y our enthusiasm and knowledge should
encourage some listeners to dig deeper and that is
desirable. Show people that rose growing isfun and a
great hobby. Use a question and answer approach.
Ask the question and then answer it using the props to
assist you. Some questions will not need to be
addressed in some parts of the country. Also, roses
will be at different growing stages in different parts of
the country on April 30. Use your judgment in what
must be covered. These notes are intended to provide
guidelines to the presenters. To be effective, each
presenter must make the presentation his’her own.

What types of roses can | grow? Mention the basic
typesincluding HT’s, FL’s, Shrubs, Minis, and
OGR’s. Don't get too detailed. Cut afragrant rose
and passit around. People liketo smell roses. Show
how the various types may be integrated into the
landscape based on size and desires of theindividual.
Are you growing roses to cut or as landscape color.
Compare the flower form of atypical HT and the
informal form of the shrub or OGR. Point out the
types of roses within the J& P selection at the
particular Lowe's store and how they fit into the basic
categories. Easy careis an important theme. Some
people will never spray. For those who will not spray,
indicate those roses that will tolerate no spray. For
those who will spray, the selection is much greater.
Buy only as many roses as you can care for. For some
it isbest to start with afew and buy more as you gain
experience.

Wheredo | plant roses? Roses need 4-6 hours of sun
per day. They like areasonably drained soil and will
tolerate arange of soil types. If there are loca soil
issues, mention it here and what to do about it. Soils
may be readily amended with bagged topsoil available
at Lowe's. Roses do not like competition from
aggressive tree roots but will do fine within a garden
setting adjacent to most plants.
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When do | plant roses? Potted roses may be planted
at any time during the growing season. Watering
these isimportant. More water will be required where
itiswarmer. Once the plant beginsto grow and
becomes established, water like you would other
plants. In any case, new roses should not be ignored;
water frequently.

If someone wantsto plant aJ& P “rose in the box”,
they may do this anytime in the spring. Thebox is
simple to plant and the roots will move into the soil as
the box breaks down. Removing the box is not
necessary. Use aboxed roseasaprop. Itisvery
important, particularly in the colder parts of the
country to protect the canes of newly planted roses
that do not have established roots. Suggest soil or
mulch to protect new plants. Once the plant has
leafed out, protection may be removed. Failure of the
plant to establish early is one of the main reasons why
plants ultimately fail. Of course new plants need to be
watered well and repeat watering every few daysis
desirable.

How do | plant my rose? Roseslike any good garden
soil. They are tolerant of many conditions and can
thrive in awide range of soils. Mention the benefits
of using the prepared garden soils sold at Lowe’s as
well as natural composts to amend soils. The size of
the hole should accommodate the roots of a bare-
rooted plant or the soil ball. Don’t be stingy digging
the hole. Depth of planting isimportant. Show the
best planting depth for your area. In cold climates,
plant deeper. Inwarm

What do | putin thehole? It issafer not to
recommend fertilizer in the planting hole for boxed or
abareroot plant. Fertilizers may burn roots and this
can confuse anew rose grower. Instead, suggest a
light feeding with a water-soluble product as the plant
leafsout. If the soil is particularly heavy, supplement
with sand. Peat is also beneficial or use a good soil
mix. For potted roses, however, feeding with a
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complete fertilizer at planting is desirable. A potted
rose has established roots. Roses like small amounts
of fertilizer frequently. Fertilizer onceamonthisa
good target. Roses respond well to many different
types of fertilizers. Some gardeners may want to
fertilize less frequently. Slow release fertilizers, like
Bayer Advanced Triple Action Rose Fertilizers, which
feeds for 3 months with asingle application, are
available for this approach. A key message isthat the
new rose grower needs to remember to fertilize. No
food leads to no flowers. In cold climates, it is
recommended to stop fertilizing several months before
akilling freeze to discourage new growth that will be
winterkilled. There are probably as many fertilizer
programs as there are rose growers. Stress what you
know will work.

How much water do roses need? Roses need water
like all plants. New plants should never be allowed to
wilt. Frequent watering of new plantsis necessary.
Instead of saying how many inches per week arose
needs (and who knows what this means?) tell your
audience to keep them well watered. Overhead
watering is OK too, provided that the plant is allowed
to dry before nightfall and the plants are protected
with an adequate spray program to minimize disease.

What is deadheading and when do | do it?
Deadheading is the process of removing spent blooms
and will encourage the plant to produce new blooms.
In the first year after planting it is good not to remove
too much stem. A more vigorous plant can tolerate
more stem removal. The leaves make the food for the
blooms. Once the plant is established, you can
remove more stem. Despite what is taught in many
rose societies, it is not necessary to cut to a5 leaf.
Better to tell your audience that where you cut will tell
you the position and the direction of the next shoot.
Useaplant toillustrate. Angle of cut isnot really
critical. Don’'t make this too complicated.
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Can | cut myroses? By all means! Using your roses
in the home or sharing them with othersis one of the
great pleasures of the hobby. Don’'t be too exuberant
cutting long stemsin the first year as discussed
previously, but once the plant is established, cut and
enjoy. Remember to mention cutting the stem under
water once inside.

When do | prune and how much do| doit?

Pruning is the act of removing dead or excessive
growth to shape the plant and prepare for anew cycle
of growth (to be distinguished from deadheading). It
is a practice important for many plants, and theroseis
no exception. The amount of pruning will affect the
subsequent number and size of blooms. More severe
pruning will usually result in larger but fewer blooms
for many roses. Don’t encourage excessive pruning.
But do distinguish between pruning a hybrid teavs. a
climber or large shrub. Cutting a climber to afoot can
lead to a disappointing result, as we know. It would
be helpful to have a plant to demonstrate proper
pruning if possible.

Do | haveto spray and what do | spray? Spraying
for pestsis amatter of choice and will depend on the
varieties chosen and your geography. Some parts of
the US can get away with little spraying while others
need frequent spraying to grow insect-free and
disease-free roses. Some shrubs will tolerate ano-
spray environment. This does not mean that they are
immune to disease. For example, some varieties will
black spot but continue to prosper (probably because
they do not defoliate). The vast mgjority of hybrid
teas and most other modern roses will respond
favorably to spraying. Suggest a sprayer and a
product to fit the situation. For example, someone
with afew roses can use a ready-to-use product like
Bayer Advanced Rose & Flower ready-to-use to spray
for insects. There are aso ready-to-use disease
products. For bigger jobs, there are concentrate insect
and disease products, including solutions from Bayer.
If you have insect and disease problems, Bayer
Advanced All in One Rose & Flower Care offersa
simple soil application for disease and insect control,
al whileit feeds the plant. Remember that many rose
growers use insecticides only when they have
identified a pest problem and that is a good approach
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for most insects. Spider mites can be aproblemin
some areas and insecticides do not generally control
these. For these, Bayer Advanced 2-in-1 Rose &
Flower Care granules offers good control. Excessive
use of insecticides can stimulate mite devel opment.
For those who will use a standard 1-2 gallon sprayer,
atwo-week spray interval is recommended for
reasonabl e disease control of many common diseases
such as black spot and powdery mildew. Use
common sense when spraying. You don’t need a
spray suit for afew roses. Don't get bogged down in
thisarea. Offer the easiest solutions and respond to
guestions without getting into too much detail.

Do | need to do anything to my roses in the winter?
Once again, geography will dictate what is needed.
Winter protection varies from nothing, to alittle
mulch on the crown, to digging and burying the whole
plant. CR’sshould recommend the standard practice
for their area.

In summary, what must | do to grow good roses?
Asyou are winding up your seminar, mention the few
things that are important. Namely, tell them what you
told them in smplelanguage. 1. Plant your rosesin
places getting a minimum of 4-6 hours of sun. 2. Buy
your roses from a good source, such as your Lowe's
store and select roses from a reputabl e source such as
Jackson & Perkins. 3. Fertilize and spray your roses.
Bayer Advanced makes an excellent line of products
to help you grow better roses 4. Water your plants. 5.
Cut and enjoy them.

Pass out your handouts to any late comers. Make sure
that people have any membership information in ARS
and your local rose society. Point out that information
isavailable on the ARS website. Be available for any
one-on-one discussions.
