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Bourbon Roses

The class of roses called Bourbon got its name 
because the first few specimens were discovered 
on the Isle de Bourbon, an island in the Indian 
Ocean, now called Réunion.  Many experts 
believe Bourbon roses were a cross between 
‘Autumn Damask’  and the China rose, ‘Old 
Blush’ .  Both grew on Réunion and were used 
extensively as hedgerows during the early part of 
the nineteenth century. 
 
The botanist Bréon is credited with discovering a 
rose growing in the garden of a Mr. A. M. 
Perchern, and it appeared to have been an 
intermediate between ‘Autumn Damask’  and 
‘Old Blush’ .  This rose was given the name 
‘Rose Edward’  and Bréonsent seeds to a friend, 
Jacques, who served as a gardener to King 
Louis-Philippe.  From this seed, a rose called 
‘Rosier de l’ Île de Bourbon’  was raised.  It was 
distributed in France in 1823 and in England in 
1825. 
 
The Bourbon class may be considered one of the 
major steps toward our modern roses.  While 
their flowers have the character and fragrance of 
Old Roses, their leaves and stems look more like 
Hybrid Tea roses, and they are repeat flowering.  
As a class, they are fairly robust, but they do 
need pruning. 
 
Most Bourbon roses are very large, open-
growing shrubs which in North Carolina can be 
used as small climbers.  They are relatively 
winter-hardy and are very good repeat bloomers. 

 

Characteristics include: 
�  Tall, open bushes which can be used as 

small climbers in North Carolina. 
�  Leaves and canes are similar in 

appearance to Hybrid Teas, and like 
Hybrid Teas, they can be prone to 
blackspot, although a little blackspot 
will not kill them. 

�  Flowers repeat reliably if properly 
pruned.  Side shoots should be pruned 
back to 3 eyes, and strong main shoots 
reduced by 1/3 if they are to flower well 
a second time. 

�  Bourbons have a strong rose fragrance. 
�  Disease resistance is quite good, 

although they do get blackspot. 
�  Liberal mulching and fertilization will 

greatly improve repeat blooming. 
�  This is one class where use of treatments 

such as Messenger™ will make a 
marked difference in disease resistance 
(with blackspot). 

 
Some good varieties include: 
 

�  ‘Boule De Neige’ , introduced 1867 by 
Lacharme (France).  One of the few 
shorter Bourbons, this rose is a slender 
shrub reaching approximately 5’  in 
height.  Dark green foliage with small, 
crimson-tinted buds that open to white 
blossoms that gradually turn back to 
form a ball.  In fact, the name means 
snowball in French.  This rose repeat 
flowers and has a strong fragrance.  

 
�  ‘Bourbon Queen’ , introduced in 1834 

by Mauget (France).  This rose is a 
survivor and is often found growing in 
old, abandoned gardens.  It can get quite 
tall, ranging from 6 to 12’ .  Cupped 
flowers are medium pink with darker 
pink veins and slightly paler edges.  
There is a strong fragrance. 
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�  ‘Honor ine de Brabant’  is a light pink 

rose with crimson and purple splashes  
It repeat flowers very well and has a 
lovely fragrance.  This rose is robust 
and will form a bushy shrub about 6’  
tall and can be grown as a short climber. 

 
�  ‘Louise Odier ’  was raised by Margottin 

in 1888, in France.  Gorgeous warm 
pink flowers with a rich fragrance.  
Repeats very well.  It grows to 5’  and 
taller, with robust, bushy growth. 

 
�  ‘Madame Ernst Calvat’  Discovered by 

Vve. Schwartz (France) 1888.  This is a 
sport from ‘Madame Isaac Pereire’  and 
is similar except in color.  This rose is a 
medium pink with a rich fragrance and 
strong growth.  This rose can grow to 6’  
tall and taller. 

 
�  ‘Madame Isaac Pereire’  bred by 

Garçon (France) in 1881.  This is a very 
vigorous shrub that grows 7’  tall and 
taller.  It has thick, green foliage and 
huge flowers that can be up to 5”  
across.  The roses are deep pink, shaded 
with magenta and have a very powerful 
fragrance.  This is one of the most 
popular Bourbon roses. 

 
�  ‘Madame Pierre Oger ’  discovered in 

1878 by A. Oger (France).  This is a 
sport from ‘Reine Victoria’ .  The 
flowers are a beautiful pale blush.  The 
shrub tends to be narrow and upright, 
growing to about 5’  tall.  The roses are 
fragrant. 

 
 

 

 
�  ‘Reine Victor ia’  Bred by J. Schwartz 

(France) 1872.  This is an extremely 
beautiful and popular Bourbon.  It forms 
a slender shrub up to about 5’  tall.  The 
flowers are medium sized, lilac-pink 
with the petals being paler on the inside 
of the flower.  It blooms repeatedly 
throughout the summer and has a good 
fragrance. 

 
�  ‘Souvenir  de la Malmaison’  Raised in 

1843 by J. Beluze of France.  I love this 
rose.  My specimen has never had any 
problems with disease, I never spray it, 
it has a nice, compact size, and it blooms 
all summer.  This is one of the most 
popular of the Bourbon roses, and 
deservedly so.  It is available both as a 
bush and a climber.  The bush stays 
about 3’  tall.  The flowers are a delicate 
blush-pink with a light fragrance.  

 
�  ‘Var iegata di Bologna’  was bred in 

Italy by A. Bonfiglioli in 1909.  The 
flowers are white, flecked and splashed 
with crimson-purple.  They are fully 
double with a strong perfume.  This rose 
will grow from 6’  to 10’  in height and 
can be used as a small climber.  It is a 
very vigorous grower.  Unfortunately, it 
only blooms once during early summer, 
although it blooms for well over a 
month.

Prepar ing For  2006

We are lucky in North Carolina to have relatively 
warm days.  Our garden soil rarely freezes so in 
January and early February, you can get out into your 
garden and plot your strategy for the 2006 growing 
season. 
 
If you did not have time last fall to dig and prepare a 
garden, you can still do it.  Because I have access to 
chicken manure (fresh from the chicken) I often chose 
to dig new gardens in the winter.  I mix the soil with 
whatever I have raked out of the chicken house, a little 
lime since we have very acid soil, and whatever other 
scraps such as compost that I have lying around. 
 

 

Then I let it all sit while I thumb through rose catalogs 
and start writing up my spring orders. 
 
While not everyone has ready access to chicken 
manure, or even other critter manure, that doesn’ t 
mean you can’ t use the winter months to prepare for 
spring.  Here are some things you can be doing while 
you wait for planting season (which, incidentally, can 
start right now if you wish since there is virtually no 
time in North Carolina when you can’ t be planting 
something...). 
 

�  Dig your beds, mix the soil with good garden 
soil, leaves from raking the yard, compost, or 
better yet, dig a huge hole and over the winter 
months, put in your vegetable kitchen scraps, 
including coffee grounds.  You can also add 
leaves or whatever else you have on hand that 
could go in a compost heap.  Products such as 
alfalfa meal are also great additions.  Layer it 
into the soil as if you were making a nice, 
chocolate torte.  You can simply continue to 
add layers as you wish all winter long, 
alternating a thick layer of compost materials 
with dirt.  By spring, you’ ll have a wonderful, 
loose, rich mixture your roses will love. 

 
�  Don’ t forget to prune your bushes Valentine’s 

day.  It’s your Valentine to your roses. 

 
�  Spray your roses before they break dormancy 

with horticultural oil and sulfur.  This will help 
prevent diseases such as blackspot next spring. 

 
�  Place your orders if you want any roses from 

mail order sources.  Places such as Roses 
Unlimited and Chamblee’s will accept orders 
early in the season and pretty much “shut 
down” by June. 

 
�  Clean up your beds.  By March, you’ ll want to 

be replacing old mulch and preparing to feed 
your roses as they start growing again.
