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Maligned and Forgotten:
TheTeaRose

Everyone grows Hybrid Teas these days, but
those of us who live in warm, southern climes
have the opportunity to grow the ancestor of
the Hybrid Tea, the Tea Rose. This class of
rose is often overlooked because so many rose
growers livein colder areas which are
unsuitable for this tender variety. Tea Roses
have been maligned and abused by hybridizers
and growers alike who could not grow them
successfully due to climate limitations.

For rose loversin the Wilmington, NC, area,
the Tea Rose is awonderful addition to our
gardens and most varieties not only grow well
in our climate, but can do so without alot of
spraying or coddling. What’s not to love?

Alittle history...

Tea Roses were devel oped by crossing two
original tea-scented Chinas, Hume's Blush
China and Parks' Yellow Tea Scented China
with various Bourbon and Noisette Roses.
This effort produced anew race of delicate
looking, repeat-flowering roses called the Tea
Rose. Thefirst Tea Rose was introduced in
1835 and called Adam, having been bred by an
Englishman of that name. The classwas
originally called Tea Scented China Roses, but
was quickly (and thankfully) shortened to Tea
Roses.

The Tea Rose eventually became one of the
parents of the modern Hybrid Tea. They are
very much like their offspring, except for a
more delicate, twiggy appearance, including
long, slender, more refined-1ooking buds.
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Tea Roses prefer awell-drained,
fertile soil and do best in warmer and
more sheltered garden locations. They
can form a healthy backbone to warm
climate gardens, and they are available
from awide variety of mail-order and
Internet Rose sellers.

Characteristics

Most Tea Roses tend to form large, V-
shaped shrubs, well-covered with
foliage and flowers. The stemstend to
be slender or twig-like, with new
growth being reddish.

The flowers are generally pastels,
although there are a few good reds.
They have atea-like perfume. The
flowers generally start out light and
darken in the sun asthey age. Some,
for example, will start out pale yellow
and darken to pink asthey age.

Y ou do not want to prune them hard
the way you do aHybrid Tea. Infact,
If you prune them too hard, they will
just sulk and not produce much. They
recover very slowly from a hard
pruning, so they are best left alone
except to cut out dead wood.

| have grown Tea Roses for a number
of yearsin my garden and they are
among the healthiest of all my roses.
They require virtually no care and
while | have, on occasion, seen afew
black spots on some leaves, they have
never defoliated, and | have never
sprayed them.
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Another impressive recommendation is the
list of EarthKind roses from Texas
includes several TeaRoses. Thislist was
developed to identify roses which can
survive harsh conditions (such as planting
them in the median strip of abusy Texas
highway where they get no water, way too
much sun, and a lot of exhaust from cars).
If Tea Roses can survive the extremesin
Texas, they are certainly worth
considering!

Below are listed afew varieties which are
well worth growing, and which are
available through reputable mail-order
sources such as Roses Unlimited and
Chambleg's.

Tea Roses

Duchesse de Brabant: Tearose with light
pink flowers consisting of
approximately 45 petals. ARSrating
of 8.6.

Mrs. Dudley Cross. Tearose with double
flowersin ayellow and pink blend.
ARS rating of 8.3. In North Carolina,
this rose can grow into avery large and
well-formed bush, about 6’ by 6'.

Marie Van Houtte: Tearose with double
flowersin ayellow and pink blend. It
looks very similar to Mrs. Dudley
Cross, except it islarger and may
sprawl abit. ARSrating of 8.1. In
North Carolina, this rose can grow into
avery large and well-formed bush,
about 7’ by 7.

Maman Cochet: Tearosewith large,
globular blooms of pale pink,
deepening in color toward the base of
the petals, which shade to lemon
yellow. Very vigorous growth with an
ARSrrating of 7.5.
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Catherine Mermet: Tearose with blush
pink flowers shading to lilac-pink at
the edges. ARSrating of 7.9.

Safrano: TeaRose with lovely pointed
buds of saffron yellow and apricot.
The semi-double flowers grow paler as
they age. ARSrating of 7.0.

Perle Des Jardins: Pointed buds that
develop into fragrant, full flowersin
straw-yellow. ARSrating of 7.8.
